Peter: THE QUESTION OF HOW OR WHY BIN LADEN BECAME A LEADER IS, UH, DEFINITELY ONE OF THE THEMES OF THE BOOK. AND, YOU KNOW, BY ALL ACCOUNTS, IF YOU MET HIM WHEN HE WAS 17, 18, 19, HE WOULD HAVE BEEN A RETIRING, SHY SON OF A MULTIMILLIONAIRE WHO'S ONLY DISTINCTIVE FEATURE WAS HOW ULTRA RELIGIOUS HE WAS: PRAYING SEVEN TIMES A DAY, FASTING TWICE A WEEK. AND HOW DID THIS SHY, RETIRING GUY TURN INTO A LEADER OF MEN? I THINK MAYBE TWO OR THREE REASONS. ONE, HE BEGAN TO FIGHT THE SOVIETS, PERSONALLY, IN AFGHANISTAN IN THE 1980s. YOU KNOW, WAR CHANGES PEOPLE; WAR CERTAINLY CHANGED BIN LADEN. THE EXPERIENCE OF ACTUALLY FIGHTING ON THE FRONTLINES AND PERFORMING RATHER BRAVELY, BY ALL ACCOUNTS-- ACCOUNTS OF EYEWITNESSES THAT ARE IN THE BOOK-- HE BEGAN TO SEE HIMSELF AS SOMEBODY WITH SOME LEADERSHIP POTENTIAL.

Peter: THE BUSH ADMINISTRATION HAS SAID THAT HE'S BEEN MARGINALIZED. IF HE HAD SAID NOTHING SINCE 9/11, HE WOULD BE MARGINALIZED. BUT HE'S RELEASED, YOU KNOW, SOMETHING LIKE 20 STATEMENTS.

President Bush: EITHER YOU ARE WITH US, OR YOU ARE WITH THE TERRORISTS. 
Peter: CERTAINLY, 9/11 CHANGED AMERICAN FOREIGN POLICY, CHANGED THE HISTORY OF THE MIDDLE EAST. A LOT OF CANADIANS ABOUT TO GO TO AFGHANISTAN AS A DIRECT RESULT OF THE 9/11 ATTACKS. SO WHO WAS THIS PERSON WHO CHANGED HISTORY? IT SEEMED TO ME THAT THERE WASN'T A LOT OF INFORMATION OUT THERE. I WANTED TO FIND OUT WHAT HIS FAMILY MEMBERS THOUGHT ABOUT HIM, WHAT HIS FRIENDS THOUGHT ABOUT HIM, WHAT DO FORMER MEMBER OF AL-QAEDA THINK ABOUT HIM? I MEAN, IT'S THE SAME ENDEAVOUR OF PHILOSOPHERS AND THEOLOGIANS AND WRITERS: TO FIND MEANING. AND SCIENTISTS HAVE THEIR PARTICULAR WAY OF FINDING MEANING. 
Astronaut: (Unclear) 
Alan: I THINK STORIES ARE IMPORTANT FOR THE SAME REASON WHY WE DREAM, THAT IT'S A WAY OF FINDING SOME ORGANIZATION TO OUR EXPERIENCE WITH THE WORLD. A STORY, TO ME, IS AN ORGANIZING STRUCTURE. WE'VE DEVELOPED THIS VERY MASSIVE BRAIN, AND OUR SURVIVAL STRATEGY IS TO BE ABLE TO THINK VERY WELL. BUT THINKING BRINGS ITS PROBLEMS. WHEN YOU BECOME MORE AWARE OF LIFE AND THE COMPLEXITY OF THE WORLD, YOU CAN GO NUTS. AND I THINK THAT THE EVOLUTIONARY ADVANTAGE OF STORIES MAY BE TO PREVENT OURSELVES FROM GOING CRAZY. I THINK SCIENCE IS VERY MUCH LIKE ART. UH, SOME OF THE AESTHETIC CONCERNS ARE THE SAME. I THINK SCIENTISTS AND ARTISTS ARE BOTH LOOKING FOR TRUTH. UH, IT'S NOT THE SAME KIND OF TRUTH. SCIENTISTS ARE LOOKING FOR A TRUTH IN THE PHYSICAL WORLD, IN THE WORLD OF MASS AND FORCE; AND ARTISTS ARE LOOKING FOR TRUTH IN THE EMOTIONAL WORLD, IN THE WORLD OF THE MIND AND THE HEART. BUT THEY'RE BOTH LOOKING FOR TRUTH AND THEY'RE BOTH COMPELLED TO DO WHAT THEY DO AND THEY BOTH, UH, LOVE DOING WHAT THEY DO. WALT WHITMAN, THE AMERICAN POET, SAID A WONDERFUL THING WHEN, AT AN EARLY AGE, HE REALIZED THAT HE WAS DESTINED TO BE A POET. UH, WHAT HE SAID WAS "NEVER MORE SHALL I ESCAPE," THAT SCIENTISTS AND ARTISTS DO WHAT THEY DO BECAUSE THEY'RE COMPELLED DO IT BECAUSE THEY CANNOT NOT DO IT. 
Kim: NORVAL MORRISSEAU IS MOST PROBABLY THE GREATEST NATIVE ARTIST EVER TO HAVE LIVED. THROUGH HIS MAGICAL PAINTINGS, HE GIVES LIFE TO ANCIENT LEGENDS AND FABLES. RECENTLY PUBLISHED: A COLLECTION OF HIS WORK RETURN TO THE HOUSE OF INVENTION.

FRANK HAS ARCHIVED THE BEST OF THE POSTCARDS IN A BOOK ENTITLED POST SECRET: EXTRAORDINARY CONFESSIONS FROM ORDINARY LIVES.

AND I VOLUNTEERED ON TWO SUICIDE PREVENTION HOTLINES AND I KNOW THE GOOD WORK THEY CAN DO.
