Rachel: TODAY WE ARE GOING TO START THE SHOW WITH WELL-KNOWN NOVELIST JODI PICOULT AND HER NEW BOOK, THE TENTH CIRCLE. 
Kim: NOW, ONCE IN A WHILE, WE GET AN AUTHOR THAT IS JUST SO REFRESHINGLY CANDID IN AN INTERVIEW SITUATION. JODI IS SUCH AN EXAMPLE, FROM HER VIEWS ON RELIGION, POLITICS, STEM CELL RESEARCH, EVEN WONDER WOMAN'S BUSTIER. WE TOOK HER TO THE SILVER SNAIL FOR AN INTERVIEW.

Jodi: I ACTUALLY HAD A CONVERSATION LAST WEEK WITH NICK CASSAVETES, THE GUY, RIGHT, WHO ADAPTED THE NOTEBOOK. AND HE SAID, "I JUST WANT TO TELL YOU THAT THAT’S THE MOVIE I'M GOING TO BE REMEMBERED FOR AND I HATE IT." AND I THOUGHT, OKAY, I LIKE HIM. AND IT'S NOT JUST THAT BOOK. IT'S THAT WHOLE GENRE OF, UM, WHAT I THINK ARE-- IT'S VERY INSIPID WRITING. AND UNFORTUNATELY, IN MY COUNTRY, IT'S EASIER TO SELL THAT KIND OF BOOK THAN IT IS TO SELL WHAT I WRITE. THE BOOK THAT'S GOTTEN THE MOST RESPONSE HAS BEEN MY SISTER'S KEEPER. THEY HAVE SIGNED NICK AS A DIRECTOR, OR AT LEAST THAT'S WHAT I'VE BEEN TOLD. AND I'VE TALKED TO HIM AND HE WAS VERY KIND OF HONEST. WE TALKED ABOUT THE ENDING OF THE BOOK, WHICH THERE HAVE BEEN SOME RUMOURS MIGHT BE CHANGED, AND I SAID, "ARE YOU GOING TO CHANGE IT?" AND HE SAID, "I DON'T KNOW." AND I REALLY GAVE HIM CREDIT FOR THAT.

Jodi: I WAS ONCE LOOKING AT MY SALES MAP, AND I WAS VERY STRONG ON BOTH COASTS. I WAS VERY STRONG IN THIS LITTLE KNOT OVER CHICAGO AND MINNEAPOLIS. THERE WAS THIS WHOLE SWATH OF AMERICA WHERE I WASN’T SELLING. AND IT WAS THE BIBLE BELT AND THE DEEP SOUTH. AND I THOUGHT, "WHY DOES THIS MAP LOOK SO FAMILIAR?" WELL, IT COMPLETELY MIRRORED OUR PRESIDENTIAL ELECTIONS.

Jodi: IT'S NOT OPINIONS SO MUCH, IT'S NOT YOUR POLITICAL LEANINGS, AS MUCH AS IT IS THE KIND OF PERSON WHO WANTS TO MAKE THEIR OWN DECISIONS FROM THE INFORMATION AVAILABLE TO THEM VERSUS THE KIND OF PERSON WHO WOULD RATHER HAVE THE HAPPY ENDING, BE TOLD WHAT TO DO AND FOLLOW ALONG. AND IT'S UPSETTING TO ME AS AN AMERICAN, SO I DO WANT TO POKE AT IT WITH A STICK AND SEE WHAT HAPPENS. I WROTE IT IN THE YEAR 2000 WHEN WE WERE HAVING AN ELECTION. AND I WAS SO TIRED OF HEARING THE WORD "STEM CELL" IN A POLITICIAN'S MOUTH, AND I REALLY WANTED TO BRING THAT ISSUE DOWN TO THE PERSONAL LEVEL.

Jodi: THE TENTH CIRCLE IS A STORY OF A MAN NAMED DANIEL STONE WHO GROWS UP AS THE ONLY WHITE KID IN A NATIVE ESKIMO VILLAGE. HE IS TEASED MERCILESSLY FOR HIS RACE. WE MEET HIM, UM, A GOOD 15 YEARS LATER. HE IS THE MOST QUIET, MILD- MANNERED, STAY-AT-HOME DAD, AND HE TAKES ALL OF THAT OLD RAGE AND HE GETS IT OUT ON THE PAGE AS A COMIC BOOK ARTIST.

Jodi: WHEN HIS DAUGHTER COMES HOME AND SAYS SHE WAS DATE-RAPED, SUDDENLY ALL OF THAT ANGER THAT HE THOUGHT HE'D GOTTEN RID OF YEARS AGO COMES FLOODING RIGHT BACK TO THE SURFACE. I WANTED TO WRITE A BOOK THAT WASN'T JUST ABOUT HOW TO TELL-- HOW WE TELL STORIES, BUT ALSO ABOUT THE STORIES THAT WE TELL OURSELVES. I HAD GOTTEN AN EMAIL FROM AN EDITOR AT DC COMICS, AND HE HAD READ THE TENTH CIRCLE, AND HE WANTED TO KNOW IF I WOULD BE INTERESTED IN GUEST-WRITING WONDER WOMAN. AND MY KIDS SAID, "ARE YOU KIDDING? THIS IS SO COOL!"

Jodi: I LEARNED ALONG THE WAY THAT I'M ONLY THE SECOND WOMAN TO EVER WRITE WONDER WOMAN. THAT'S CLEARLY WHY SHE'S WEARING A BUSTIER TO FIGHT CRIME. WONDER WOMAN'S A VERY INTRIGUING CHARACTER BECAUSE SHE IS A FEMALE SUPERHERO IN A GENRE THAT IS TRADITIONALLY FOR TEENAGED BOYS. SHE'S SMARTER THAN ANYONE ELSE. SHE'S STRONGER THAN ANYONE ELSE. BUT YOU CAN HAVE ALL THOSE ATTRIBUTES AND STILL STUMBLE. I THINK I WRITE THE THINGS I WRITE BECAUSE IT'S WHAT INTERESTS ME. I COULD HAVE SUCCEEDED A LOT SOONER IN MY LIFE AS A WRITER IF I HAD CHOSEN TO WRITE WHAT PUBLISHERS THOUGHT PEOPLE WANTED TO READ. IT BRINGS US RIGHT BACK THE NOTEBOOK, DOESN'T IT?

Rachel: DR. MARLA IS PROBABLY ONE OF CANADA'S MOST FAMOUS PHYSICIANS. SHE HAS HER OWN TV SHOW. WE'VE ALL SEEN HER ON THE NEWS. WELL, A FEW YEARS AGO, SHE WAS DIAGNOSED WITH BREAST CANCER. SHE DECIDED TO CHRONICLE HER JOURNEY FROM DOCTOR TO PATIENT IN HER NEW BOOK, LIFE IN THE BALANCE.

Marla: I KNEW I HAD BREAST CANCER FROM THE DAY I HAD THE MAMMOGRAM. I MEAN, I HAD THE MAMMOGRAM DONE. THE MAMMOGRAPHER CAME OUT. IT WASN'T THE USUAL PERSON THAT I HAD A LONG-TERM RELATIONSHIP WITH. I KNEW BY THE WAY SHE SORT OF DIDN'T LOOK AT ME. IT WAS IN HER MOVEMENT. I READ PEOPLE. THAT'S WHAT I DO FOR A LIVING. WE ALWAYS SAY THAT IF YOU CAN'T MAKE THE DIAGNOSIS BY THE TIME SOMEONE WALKS TO YOUR DESK AND GIVES YOU YOUR HISTORY, THEN YOU PROBABLY AREN'T GOING TO MAKE THE DIAGNOSIS. SO I KNEW THAT I WAS IN TROUBLE. I KNEW WHEN THEY WANTED TO REPEAT ANOTHER VIEW AND THEN WHEN THEY RECOMMENDED THAT I DO A CORE BIOPSY. I KNEW. WHEN DID I "KNOW" KNOW? WHEN DID I FIND OUT FOR SURE? ABOUT 10 DAYS LATER WHEN I GOT THE RESULTS OF THE BIOPSY, BUT IT TOLD ME WHAT I ALREADY KNEW I WAS GOING TO HEAR. 
Rachel: WHEN DID YOU FIRST DECIDE THAT YOU WANTED TO WRITE A BOOK? 
Marla: I WAS AWAY WITH MY KIDS IN CHICAGO AND WE GOT THERE, AND IT WAS JUST IN BETWEEN THE INVESTIGATIONS. I HAD JUST HAD AN MRI. WHEN I LANDED IN CHICAGO, I GOT SOME REALLY BAD NEWS ABOUT THE MRI. I HAD NOT TOLD MY CHILDREN YET. MY HUSBAND WAS TRAVELLING IN CHINA, AND I STARTED WRITING. AND I DIDN'T ACTUALLY WRITE ABOUT WHAT WAS HAPPENING TO ME AT THAT POINT. I WROTE ABOUT THINGS THAT I GUESS WERE SITTING WITH ME, AND I JUST FOUND THAT IT DID HELP. I DIDN’T HAVE ANY PLANS OF SERIALIZING IT OR PUTTING IT INTO A BOOK. I WAS JUST WRITING. 
Rachel: ONE OF THE THINGS THAT I FELT THAT I WAS ABLE TO MOST CLEARLY GRASP ABOUT YOU THROUGH YOUR WRITING WAS YOUR DIFFICULTY-- AT LEAST INITIALLY AND THROUGHOUT YOUR ORDEAL-- WAS THE STRUGGLE WITH BEING VULNERABLE.

Marla: A LOT OF IT, I THINK, PROBABLY DEPENDS ON WHAT YOUR INNATE PERSONALITY IS LIKE. BUT IF YOU LOOK BACK, YOU KNOW, I'VE BEEN SOCIALIZED AND, AND TRAINED AS A PROFESSIONAL TO BE A CAREGIVER. THAT'S WHAT I DO. I MAKE THE DIAGNOSIS. I TRANSMIT THE INFORMATION. I GIVE YOU THE BEST INFORMATION THAT I CAN. THAT'S WHAT I DO. I THINK THE BOOK IS REALLY ABOUT ME STOPPING AND BEING FORCED TO STOP. I MEAN, I WAS FORCED TO STOP. I DIDN’T WILLINGLY SAY, "OKAY, I'M GOING TO TAKE A SABBATICAL HERE." I WAS FORCED TO TAKE THE SABBATICAL, IF YOU WANT TO LOOK AT IT THAT WAY. AND IT GAVE ME THE OPPORTUNITY TO EXAMINE LIKE WHAT I THOUGHT I HAD IN BALANCE BEFORE, AND HOW I JUGGLED BEFORE AND HAD THE OPPORTUNITY NOT ONLY TO RECONNECT WITH MY CHILDREN AND MY HUSBAND ON MANY DIFFERENT LEVELS, BUT FIRST AND MOST IMPORTANTLY TO RECONNECT WITH MYSELF.

Kim: YEAH. 
John: UM, AND HE'LL BE HERE FOR A LONG TIME AND ENJOYED BY MANY GENERATIONS TO COME.

Kim: NOW, WHY DID YOU GET INVOLVED WITH CUNARD HISTORY AND WHY DID YOU END UP WRITING THIS BOOK, STEAM LION? 
John: CUNARD WAS ACTUALLY FROM HALIFAX. MOST FOLKS DON'T KNOW THAT. HE WAS BORN HERE IN 1787. HE LIVED OVER HALF A CENTURY IN HALIFAX, WORKED HERE, RAISED HIS FAMILY HERE, CREATED A MASSIVE SHIPPING EMPIRE RIGHT ON THIS WATERFRONT.

John: THE FASCINATION WITH ME WAS LEARNING HOW HE WAS SO MUCH PART OF OUR HISTORY, OUR DEVELOPMENT AS A MARITIME PROVINCE. THROUGH THAT LEARNING HOW IT CAME TO BE THAT HE EVENTUALLY WENT INTO STEAM.

John: THE BUSINESS SUCCEEDED I THINK TO A LARGE EXTENT BECAUSE OF THIS KIND OF FAMILY PREOCCUPATION THAT HE HAD AT HOME-- HE BROUGHT IT INTO THE FAMILY OF BUSINESSMEN THAT HE SURROUNDED HIMSELF WITH, SO THAT HIS CHARACTER IS OFTEN REFLECTED IN THOSE HE CHOSE TO WORK WITH.

Kim: TAKE US THROUGH SOME OF THE OTHER THINGS THAT FASCINATE YOU. WHAT JUMPS OUT? 
John: THIS MODEL ACTUALLY IS OF THE SHIP THAT WAS BUILT IN QUEBEC CITY, AND THIS WAS THE FIRST CANADIAN-BUILT STEAMER, WHICH TRANS TO THE ATLANTIC FROM WEST TO EAST IN 1831. AND IT REALLY SET THE FRAMEWORK FOR CUNARD AND HIS THINKING ABOUT HOW HE EVENTUALLY WOULD DEVELOP HIS OWN STEAMERS. AND IN SOME RESPECTS, IT'S A PROTOTYPE OF THE FIRST CUNARD STEAMER, THE BRITANNIA, WHICH IN 1840, AS FLAGSHIP OF THE CUNARD LINE, REALLY STARTED THE AGE OF STEAM ON THE ATLANTIC.

John: WE'VE GOT FAMOUS THINGS LIKE THE WHEEL OFF THE AQUITANIA. THE AQUITANIA WAS ONE OF THE FAMOUS FOUR FINAL CUNARD LINERS OF THE 19-TEENS, THE '20s, '30s, RIGHT INTO THE EARLY 1950s. AND THE WHEEL OF THAT SHIP IS A VERY IMPORTANT ARTEFACT TO HAVE. 
Kim: JOHN, SO WHAT DO YOU THINK WHEN THE QM2 STEAMS INTO HALIFAX? 
John: WELL, WHENEVER I SEE THE QM2, IT'S THE VISUAL REPRESENTATION OF THE NAME CUNARD. I SEE THE NAME EMBLAZONED ON THE BOW OF THE SHIP AND THE STERN AND SO ON, AND I JUST-- THE HAIR STANDS UP ON MY NECK STILL. YOU'RE LOOKING AT THE NEWEST, THE LARGEST, THE LONGEST, THE TALLEST, THE WIDEST OCEAN LINER IN HISTORY, THE TWO-YEAR-OLD QUEEN MARY II, THE FLAGSHIP OF THE CUNARD LINE. IT'S AN OCEAN LINER, UNLIKE A CRUISE SHIP, BUILT TO WITHSTAND THE RIGOURS OF THE NORTH ATLANTIC. TO SEE HIS NAME STILL EMBLAZONED ON THAT SHIP CARRIED WORLDWIDE IS ALWAYS EXCITING. 
Kim: HISTORY COMING HOME? 
John: HISTORY COMING HOME.

Rachel: AND SPEAKING OF CROSSING THE ATLANTIC, VIDEOGRAPHER LARS-PETER BJORNSON RECENTLY WENT ACROSS THE POND TO FIND OUT ABOUT THE ORIGINAL BARD. 
Lars-Peter: RACHEL, I WAS LUCKY ENOUGH TO GET TO GO TO STRATFORD-ON-AVON, JUST OUTSIDE LONDON. IT'S NOT ONLY THE BIRTHPLACE OF SHAKESPEARE, BUT IT'S ALSO THE HOME OF THE ROYAL SHAKESPEARE COMPANY. IT'S A THEATRE GROUP THAT TEACHES ACTORS HOW TO PERFORM SHAKESPEAREAN THEATRE. FOR YEARS, I WAS WORKING ELSEWHERE AND DREAMING OF THEM. AND YOU'D SEE WHICH ONE WAS FLOATING UP AND WHICH ONE WAS THE SEXIEST COMPANY. AND THIS YEAR, THERE'S NO QUESTION, THE R.S.C. Lyn: OBVIOUSLY, THE ACTORS ARE CAST BY THE CASTING DEPARTMENT AND WITH A LOT OF INPUT, I WOULD THINK, FROM THEIR OWN, FROM THE DIRECTOR OF THE PRODUCTION. BUT ONCE THEY ARE HERE, ALL ACTORS ARE OFFERED THE OPPORTUNITY TO DEVELOP THEMSELVES, TO DEVELOP THEIR SKILLS, TO KEEP WORKING IN A WAY THAT ENABLES THEM TO STRIVE FOR EXCELLENCE IN ACTING AND PARTICULARLY IN DEALING WITH THE CLASSICS BECAUSE CLASSICS, UM, CLASSICAL THEATRE IS NOT SOMETHING THAT EVERY ACTOR DOES EVERY DAY.

Sarcha: OUR JOB IS TO COMMUNICATE WHAT THE WRITER HAS GIVEN US. I DON'T WORK FROM THE OUTSIDE IN. I WORK FROM THE INSIDE OUT. 
Man: MADELINE, HOW LIKE YOU (Unclear). 
Sarcha: YOU FIND WHAT KIND OF PERSON WOULD WANT TO SAY THOSE WORDS. SO YOU BUILD UP YOUR CHARACTER BRICK BY BRICK.

Deborah: LET'S GO INTO SOME TEXT. THE WORKS THAT WE WOULD DO WOULD ENABLE ACTORS TO DEAL IN A VERY EASY WAY WITH THAT LANGUAGE, SO THAT THAT LANGUAGE ISN'T AN OBSTACLE FOR THEM. IT OFFERS CLUES AND WAYS INTO THE CHARACTER. 
Joseph: (Dramatically) THE CONFERENCE WAS SADLY BORNE. HIS WORDS ARE A VERY FANTASTICAL BANQUET! 
Deborah: IT'S NOT REALLY ABOUT WHAT THE LANGUAGE MEANS, BUT HOW THE LANGUAGE AFFECTS THE ACTOR AND THE AUDIENCE, HOW WORDS ARE POWERFUL ENOUGH TO ACTUALLY AFFECT THE PERSON WHO'S SPEAKING THEM AS WELL AS THE PEOPLE WHO ARE LISTENING.
